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POLICY STATEMENT FOR

INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGY

Computer technology now pervades the whole of society.  Children will encounter computers throughout their lives in their homes, in the workplace and in the various services that they access.  It is important that children should have the knowledge, skills and understanding of the applications of Information and Communication Technology (I.C.T.) that will allow them to use, understand and critically evaluate the use of computer systems.

Aims

· Fulfil the National Curriculum requirements for Information and Communication

Technology.

· Provide for all children to have regular planned experiences of using computers and related devices to develop Information and Communication Technology

Capability.

· Make computers readily accessible throughout the school.

· Extend and enhance the curriculum through I.C.T.

· Support children in their problem solving, recording and expressive work.
Scheme

Planning is from the Q.C.A. Programme of Study with learning outcomes identified.

Resources

Every classroom has their own P.C.’s with installed software and we have a growing number of laptops available for classroom use.  The school is connected to the Internet and has an E-mail facility.  An appropriate range of software (C.D. ROM and floppy disk) is available for all ages and abilities.

Every classroom will have its own Smartboard by Summer 2006 (dependent on installation of wiring by LEA).

Time

Consideration will be given to the time allocation to purely Information and Communication Technology activities as well as those included in topic work.

Classroom Management

All I.C.T. resources will be, where appropriate, accessible to the pupils.  The pupils will be encouraged to take care of and respect, those resources, returning them to the appropriate place after use.  (Any area devoted to I.C.T. should be conducive to effective learning.)

Strategies for the use of Information and Communication Technology

School believes that I.C.T. is best taught through providing opportunities for children to;

· Use a variety of software and equipment.

· Use I.C.T. in a range of contexts.

· Relate computers to everyday life.

· Communicate their ideas using I.C.T.

· Work with text, tables, pictures and sound.

· Enter, save, re-save and access information.

· Give commands and describe their effects.

· Use I.C.T. simulations to explore imaginary situations.

Differentiation

Our long-term and short-term planning will ensure that differentiation will be achieved by activities set or by outcome.

Progression and Continuity

Detailed planning within and across Key Stages will ensure continuity, following guidelines given in the National Curriculum and Q.C.A.  I.C.T. document.

Recording/Assessing/Reporting

The system of recording we have adopted has been agreed and understood by all the Staff. It will be reviewed and updated whenever necessary.  Years 2 and 4 have pupil self assessment sheets to complete.  Year 4 sheets will pass to middle schools.

As good practitioners, we are continually assessing our pupils.  Our assessment will be in part diagnostic, allowing us to match the correct level of work to the needs of the pupil, thus benefiting the pupil and ensuring progress.

The school will present to parents, for discussion, an annual written report on each  pupil involved in Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2.

Equal Opportunities

As a Staff, we need to maintain awareness of, and to provide for, equal access for all our pupils in I.C.T.  We need to take into account cultural background, gender and Special Needs, both in our teaching attitudes and published materials we use with our pupils.
