HEADTEACHER
INTRODUCTION
	The school is situated near the River Blyth and the historic site of the Bedlington Iron and Engine Works famous in the 19th Century for its association with Robert Stephenson.  The school was built in 1956.  It was to be part of a complex to include a Nursery and Old Peoples’ Accommodation.  In the event it was another 36 years before  a  Nursery  was  established and 40 years before a Day Unit was built.


The building is contained on a large site and is fortunate in having a large playing field which enables us to offer a wide range of sporting activities, a wild life area and shrub beds planted for seasonal colour and their ability to attract wild life.

The building is fully utilised to accommodate the 180 children presently on roll.  Classrooms are large with purpose built cloakrooms and tiled activity areas.  The Hall serves as a Library and Resource Centre, as well as an Assembly Hall, Gym and Dining Room.

Jewellery should not be worn by children in school.  Pupils who wear jewellery may expose themselves and others to risk of serious injury, particularly during practical lessons where apparatus is used and also during physical education and games activities.  Reasonable exceptions to the rule that jewellery should not be worn might include the wearing of inexpensive watches and the use of ‘studs’ by children who have pierced ears.  However, both these items must be removed during PE and games activities.
We ask parents to ensure that items of value are not brought into school. This includes expensive watches, iPods, hand-held games, mobile phones etc. It makes it easier if all clothing including shoes and watches are clearly marked with your child’s name. That way if items are misplaced and then found they can be quickly returned to their owner. 

ADMISSIONS
This school serves a catchment area bounded by: Rothesay Terrace, Pioneer Terrace and Station Road to the North of Bedlington – Newcastle Railway to the East; The River Blyth to the South; and Millbank Road to the West.

Parents who wish their children to attend the school must submit an application by completing a School Preference Form (copy enclosed or online at www.northumberland.gov.uk ) and return it to school by 1st December at the latest. The Local Authority will inform parents whether a place at the school is available for their child.

At the age of 9+ children from this school transfer to West Sleekburn  and Meadowdale Middle School and then at the age of 13+ to Bedlingtonshire Community High School.

WHAT IS TAUGHT AT STEAD LANE?
As a First school, Stead Lane covers three different stages of education known as Foundation Stage, Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2 (continued in Years 5&6 at middle school).  
FOUNDATION STAGE 3-5 YRS
These are the early years of education, beginning in the nursery and ending at the end of the reception year when the children will be five years old. The curriculum is divided into six areas of learning.
Personal, social and emotional development 
Children learn to work together, to share and co-operate.  They are helped to develop good self-esteem and confidence.  This area is the basis for success in all other areas of the curriculum.  
Communication, language and literacy 
Children develop speaking and listening skills in a variety of situations.  They begin to read and write and to use information and communication technology (ICT) skills.  These are developed through making connections, often through play.
Mathematical development
Children develop skills in mathematics through active learning.  This will include counting, sorting, matching, seeking patterns, making connections, recognising relationships and working with numbers, shapes, space and measures.  Mathematical understanding is developed through stories, songs, games and imaginative play.
Knowledge and understanding of the world
Children develop those skills that help them make sense of the world. This includes first-hand experiences that encourage exploration, observation, problem-solving, critical thinking, decision making and discussion.  This forms the foundation for later work in science, design and technology, history, geography and ICT.
Physical development
Children develop their skills of coordination, control, manipulation and movement.  This involves using a range of equipment both indoors and outside.    
Creative development
Creativity is fundamental to successful learning. Being creative allows children to make connections between areas of learning and so extend understanding.  This area includes art, craft, music, dance, role play and imaginative play. 
KEY STAGE ONE  5-7 YRS
	When children leave the Foundation Stage after their reception year they enter Key Stage 1. This stage lasts two years (Year1 & Year2) and finishes at the end of Year 2 when the children are all seven years old.  In May of their final year children are assessed by their teachers in English, Mathematics and Science, using National tests.  Results are reported to parents with the child’s annual record of achievement.


Children in Key Stage 1 study the National Curriculum and religious education.
  
KEY STAGE TWO 7-9 YRS
	Key Stage 2 lasts for four years, but children leave first school at the end of year 4 and complete years 5 and 6 at middle school. Children are assessed each May in English and Maths using QCA Optional SATs to monitor progress. Children in Key Stage 2 study the subjects of the National Curriculum and religious education.  


THE NATIONAL CURRICULUM
The National Curriculum lays down what should be taught by every school during compulsory schooling from Y1 to Y13 (ages 5 yrs – 16 yrs).  
The following subjects are known as the ‘core’ subjects and will have more time devoted to them than the others. 
       English: this includes speaking and listening and drama. Reading and writing is based on the Primary Strategy Renewed Framework.
        Mathematics: also based on the Primary Strategy Renewed Framework.
        Science
·  ICT
The following subjects are known as ‘foundation’ subjects. 
Design Technology, History, Geography, Art & Design, Music, Physical Education (P.E.), Personal, Social and Health Education (PSHE) and Citizenship. 
The school has policies and schemes of work in all subjects. These are available to parents on request.  
CURRICULUM ORGANISATION
“Tell me and I forget, teach me and I learn, involve me and I remember” 
– Ancient Chinese proverb
At Stead Lane we recognise the importance of learning that is both meaningful and memorable. We know that it is essential to make connections between different subjects and to link learning, so that children see a purpose for the learning in each lesson. As a result, we have introduced ‘Contexts for Learning’ across the whole school. This means that learning is planned so that every subject is linked to an overall theme, the Context. Each class works on a central theme for the term. Teachers spend time finding out what the children already know and what they would like to find out, and then share the planning with them in the form of a ‘learning journey’.
This way of working encourages ownership and develops children’s independence; it also means that everything we do has a purpose and so we can celebrate children’s work in meaningful ways.  It is an exciting and challenging innovation and one that all our children enjoy.
Our curriculum is enhanced through visits to places of worship, museums, theatres and places of interest. We believe in the educational quality of these visits.  Some places of interest have included Seven Stories, Whitehouse Farm, The Rising Sun Country Park, St Mary’s Island, Wallington Hall, Alnwick Garden and Beamish Museum. Pupils in Years 4 spend a day at Whickham Thornes Activity Centre, whilst all Key Stage Two pupils have the opportunity to take part in a residential visit to Dukeshouse Wood, a Kingswood Activity Centre in Northumberland.   

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION
	The School follows the Northumberland Agreed Syllabus for Religious Education.  A copy of this is available in school if parents wish to see it.  

The syllabus is mainly Christian in approach but treats all denominations equally. In addition, aspects of Judaism, Islam and Hinduism are studied.
Parents have the right to remove their children from religious education and the act of worship, which  must be part of the daily assembly. 


Please discuss this with the headteacher first if you wish to exercise this right.
 
FOREIGN LANGUAGES
The study of foreign languages becomes compulsory at key stage three (the first three years of secondary education). However, we feel that learning a foreign language is important and currently teach French in KS2.  
HEALTH EDUCATION
This year, we are very proud to announce that we have been awarded the National Healthy Schools Status.

· Key Stage 1 pupils are provided with fruit every day.

· Milk is available every day to all pupils costing £7.80 per term.

· You may like your child to have a mid-morning snack.  We welcome fruit and vegetables, but we ask you not to send your child with sweets, chocolate, crisps or gum.

· We provide each child with their own personal water bottle which they may keep in the classroom to encourage pupils to drink water throughout the day.
SEX EDUCATION
While there is no formal sex education in school, health education addresses issues which encourage healthy attitudes and responsible behaviour.  Children in the course of their studies encounter ideas of human growth and development.
A policy for sex education is available in school.  Parents have the right, on seeing the policy, to withdraw their child from those parts of health education, not in the National Curriculum, that they feel are inappropriate for their child.
HOMEWORK
Parental support is vital to children’s learning. It is proven that children who establish an early homework habit, particularly those who learn with their parents, are more successful at school.   However, it is important to remember the need to balance work and play activities. There must still be time for children to play, follow hobbies and other outside interests. 
All children will be encouraged to read /share books.  DfES Guidelines for Homework expect that every child will read, or be read to, for 10-20 minutes every day.  Parents have an important role to play by encouraging reading at home and supporting our Home-School reading partnership. Younger children will choose a book to take home each day. This will be recorded in their home reading book.  Older children will still be expected to read to themselves every day   and will be given specific reading tasks from time to time. 
The following table shows what you can expect in this school. The DfES Guidelines for the amount of time spent on homework tasks are shown in the left-hand column but we set homework to suit the learning and purpose rather than slavishly follow guidelines.
	Foundation
	Reading and support for reading e.g. letter sounds
No other regular activities. However, from time to time, the children might be asked to learn by heart (e.g. learn a rhyme, learn the words on your word wall) or research (e.g. find an object to put on the “green table”, find out what you looked like when you were a baby). 

	Y1
1 hour a week
	Beginning as above but moving to some set literacy and numeracy tasks (e.g. learning spellings, learning number bonds) as the year progresses, to be in place by the summer term. Might also include research into other subjects (e.g. ask Granny what it was like at school in her day). 

	Y2
1 hour a week
	Homework set every week. This will often be connected to the termly topic.  It will include regular literacy and numeracy tasks.

	Y3& Y4
1½ hours per week
	Children will have spelling homework each week and a literacy and numeracy task.

	
	


BEHAVIOUR
The class teacher or the ‘on duty’ member of staff deals with matters of discipline initially. We also have an inclusion mentor, Mrs Cotton whose role is to work alongside children who consistently display inappropriate behaviour. When a situation demands it, the Head teacher takes responsibility for disciplinary measures.  At all times pupils are encouraged to consider, and be responsible for their own actions.  Our aim is to make the pupil more aware of the necessity for self-discipline, self-awareness and self-control. 

The Golden Rules

Our school community has agreed to follow the school’s Golden rules, which are:

We are gentle                                We do not hurt anybody

We are kind and helpful                 We do not hurt the feelings of others

We work hard                                We do not waste our time or others’ time

We look after property                 We do not waste or damage things

We listen to people                        We do not interrupt

We are honest                               We do not cover up the truth
Golden Time:

Golden Time is used to reinforce and reward positive attitude and behaviour. Children begin the week with an entitlement of 40 minutes Golden Time. At the beginning of the week children plan and select a range of activities they would like to participate in during Golden Time. (This is usually planned into a Friday afternoon) If a child behaves inappropriately they are given a verbal warning. If the behaviour continues the adult can withdraw 5 minutes of their Golden Time.
A ‘Golden Table’ is used each Friday for children from each year group to dine at, with a friend of their choice and member of staff.  Children who have shown exemplary manners and behaviour are chosen each week for this reward.

In case of a serious breakdown of conduct, the Head teacher always seeks to assess the situation with parents/carers.

All members of the school team, governors, parents/carers, staff and pupils are expected to implement and abide by the Code of Conduct in the Behaviour Policy.  We believe that adults are role models for behaviour in our school.

EDUCATIONAL VISITS
The school’s policy for Charges and Remission meets the requirements of the Education Reform Act 1988 and reflects the high standard of learning experiences which we provide for the children at Stead Lane First School.
Such opportunities might comprise:
· An educational visit to a historical site etc.
· Theatre visits
· A visit to a museum or art gallery
· Use of sporting facilities.

The school invites voluntary contributions to fund certain activities.  In the event of a parent being unable to make a contribution pupils will not be treated differently according to whether or not their parents have made any contribution.  If sufficient contributions are not received any proposed outing will have to be cancelled, as the school will be unable to meet the cost itself.
INCLUSION
Special Educational Needs:

Pupils with Special Educational Needs are helped within the normal classroom environment or by being withdrawn to work where there is less distraction, with school funded Teaching Assistants.  Advice and support are provided from Learning Support Centres, advisory teachers and other agencies where appropriate.

The Policy for Special Needs is available to look at if you would like more information.  Our Special Needs Coordinator, Jean Olsen, is available to speak to you about general issues related to special needs if the class teacher cannot answer your questions.

More Able and Gifted Pupils:

It is important to understand what we mean by more able and gifted pupils.  More able pupils can be defined as pupils who demonstrate a significantly higher level of ability than most pupils of the same age in one or more of the curriculum areas or in any of the following:

· General intellectual ability

· Specific academic aptitude

· Creative thinking

· Leadership qualities/social skills

· Artistic abilities

· Ability in the expressive arts

· Physical ability

More able and gifted children are identified through teacher assessment and judgements based on a variety of assessments.

At all times the needs of the children, whatever their ability, are catered for through careful differentiation and task.

Disability Discrimination Act
At Stead Lane we are committed to providing a fully accessible environment which values and includes all pupils, staff, parents and visitors regardless of their education, physical, sensory, social, spiritual, emotional and cultural needs. We are further committed to challenging attitudes about disability and accessibility and developing a culture of awareness, tolerance and inclusion.

PARENTS AND THE SCHOOL
You are your child’s first and most important educator. At Stead Lane we value and appreciate the important role you have to play in supporting your child in developing a positive attitude to school and learning.

The P&FA:

We have an active P&FA (Parents and Friends Association) that organises events throughout the year and raises money for our school. This year the P&FA supported school discos, sports day, raffles and fun days. We welcome any support parents can give to the school.

Home and school liaison
Parent/ Teacher consultation evenings are held in the Autumn and Spring Term and a formal written report goes out to parents in July. In addition, over the year there are a number of evenings and talks for parents.

Teachers are also available everyday before and after school to discuss any immediate concerns with parents on an informal basis. Alternatively you can contact the school office to make an appointment. We are committed to involving parents and families in the life of the school.

School Newsletter and information to Parents:

Our newsletter is sent out weekly to keep parents and carers informed about what is going on in school. Our newsletter and all other information is sent out to parents on a Friday. By keeping a regular day parents know when to check school bags for information coming from school.

Courses for Parents:
The school offers a range of courses for parents which change on a termly basis. For example, for parents of children in Nursery we offer PEEP (Peers Early Education Partnership) sessions to support early literacy development. Our Reception Teacher also runs an annual programme of parent workshops to support reading, phonological awareness and early number development. We are also currently working with Trinity Youth on a programme of Family Nights working with both parents and children together after school enjoying a rich variety of fun activities.
OTHER FACILITIES AT STEAD LANE FIRST
Breakfast Club
We have a daily Breakfast club, which starts at 8.00 a.m. Children are offered a choice of cereals, fruit and toast for £1.00 per day. Once they have eaten, they can play games and use ICT equipment until school begins. 

Wrap Around Care

The Trinity Youth After School Club is run independently from school and offers after school care for children of working parents and families whose children attend Stead Lane. The club is situated in a local first school and we provide a walking bus to escort our children at 3pm.
School Clubs
There are many extra-curricular school clubs run outside of school hours. These are run either by school staff, who give up their time voluntarily, or by instructors from outside school, when a charge may be made. Clubs are very popular and often have to be restricted to certain age groups or an agreed number. An up-to-date list can be found on our website, and more information for children is on the CLUBS notice board in school.

GENERAL INFORMATION
Arriving and Leaving

Please note that school cannot take responsibility for children arriving at school before 8.50 am unless they are attending the School Breakfast Club. Doors will open at 8.50 to enable all children to be in school and settled for registration by 9.00am. 

Attendance

The Education Act states that parents have the primary responsibility for ensuring that children of a compulsory school age receive a suitable education. At Stead Lane First School we ask parents and families to support in promoting good attendance in the following ways:
· Ensuring that children attend school and arrive on time.
· For reasons of safety children should not leave the school premises at lunchtime unless a parent or a known adult accompanies them, and a member of staff is informed.  We request that parents actually come into school to collect their child.
· School operates a Security System.  Other than at the start and end of the school day, outside doors are locked.  These can be opened only from inside.  At any other time parents are asked to come into school via the main entrance.  A Visitors’ Book, located in the main entrance, has to be signed by anyone wishing to proceed into the main part of the building.
· Children arriving after 9.10am will be marked as late.  Children arriving after 9.30 a.m. will be marked as an unauthorised absence.  
· If your child is ill please contact the school on the first morning of absence. A phone call, from Mrs Cotton, to establish the reason for absence, will be made to those parents/guardians who do not follow this procedure.
· Avoid taking holidays during term time

Before requesting a holiday, think about the lessons your child will miss, the difficulty they will have catching up and the effect it will have on how well they do at school. If a family holiday falls during term time, a holiday form, obtainable from the office, should be filled in before the child goes away on holiday. The Government permits a maximum of ten school days for family holidays a year with the consent of school. Further absence for holidays will be recorded as unauthorized. 

Lunch Time

A two-course meal is provided daily.  Menus are designed to meet the nutritional requirements of young children and to introduce a wide variety of food.  Social training is also an important aspect of the lunch period.  Visits from parents to see the lunch arrangements are welcomed.
The Unit Manager, enjoys the opportunity to make ‘special meals’ to support the curriculum and mark events during the year.  The children are supervised during the lunch break by six lunchtime supervisory assistants.

All dinner money should be paid on a Monday.  If your child is off on a Monday, please send dinner money the first day back to school.  If the payment of school meals falls more than one week in arrears, parents will be requested to send a packed lunch until the outstanding amount is paid.

The kitchen orders its supplies a week in advance therefore children wishing to change their catering arrangements need to give at least one week’s notice.  

Provision is also made for those children who bring a packed lunch. As part of our Healthy Schools Initiative, we encourage parents to provide their child with a balanced packed lunch.
Drinking Water
School provides each child with a plastic water bottle which they are expected to bring to school each day filled with fresh water. It has been proven that if children have regular access to water during the day they are more able to concentrate and make greater progress at school. If a bottle is lost, then a replacement is available from the school office for £1.
Arrangements in case of accident or illness

· Minor cuts and bruises are treated on the spot.
· In the event of a child becoming ill, or having an accident, the school will need to contact the parents quickly.  You are asked, therefore, to give the school a telephone number (or address) of an EMERGENCY CONTACT, in case you cannot be reached at home.
· In the event of there being no one available we call in the pupil’s own doctor, or if unavailable, the nearest doctor.
· If an ambulance is required, it is called for under the emergency system.
Medicines in school

The rules governing the administering of medicine to pupils are as follows:

· Parents will need to complete a medical form (available from the office).
· Medication to be clearly labelled and handed by an adult to the school auxiliary.
· Only medication prescribed by the child’s doctor can be administered by school staff.
· Only medication to be taken 4 times daily will be administered.  We have been informed that medication to be taken 3 times daily should be administered in the morning, after school and before bed time.
· Medication will be stored in a secure place and administered at the appropriate time.
Illness

We should be grateful that if the doctor prescribes medication that children remain at home until the condition improves.

We should be grateful if:

Children who are absent owing to upset tummies remain at home, and do not return to school until at least 48 hours after the last upset.

Head Lice

Head lice can be a real problem in schools.  Cases of head lice should be reported to the class teacher.  Advice on treatment is available from the school office if necessary.  Please note that the school is not responsible for treatment.  The Health Authority clearly places responsibility with parents.  However, we do endeavour to keep parents/carers informed if there is an outbreak.

Smoking

Smoking is not allowed in any part of the school building or grounds.

Road Safety

Stead Lane has a school travel plan that actively encourages children to walk or cycle to school.   For safety reasons we ask that:

· Cyclists should not ride through school property (this includes the car park, playgrounds and pedestrian area).

· Motorists should respect the road markings and not park in front of the school gates.

Emergency Contact Information

Please ensure that your contact details are correct, and that the school is told about any health matters, especially allergies, relating to your child.

The School Council
At Stead Lane First School we have a very active school council. Each class has two representatives who have been nominated and elected by the children in their class. They meet once a fortnight to discuss issues raised by the children. To help gather ideas, each class has its own suggestion box where children are encouraged to contribute. The council has a secretary and chair person, an agenda is set for each meeting and minutes are recorded which are displayed in school.

Our school council has successfully raised funds for a number of charities including NSPCC, Children in Need and Comic Relief. Other recent projects have included the development of the outdoor area which is an ongoing project and improvements in the students’ toilets.

School Governors
Under the 1988 Education Reform Act the Governors take an important role in the running of the school. Our Governors have responsibility for the content of the curriculum, particularly with regard to sex education, the appointment of staff and control of the school finances.

The full Governing Body meets formally once a term, while sub-committees for finance, personnel, premises and curriculum meet more frequently. The Headteacher reports regularly to each committee, which in turn report to the full governing body.

Complaints:

If you have a problem concerning your child please make an appointment to see the class teacher at the earliest opportunity. Most problems can be dealt with informally by the teacher concerned however, when this is inappropriate or not possible, please contact the Headteacher. If the complaint is not resolved, a formal complaint may be made firstly to the Governing Body and secondly to Northumberland Local Authority. Guidelines about complaints are available in school.
